Introduction

Syndromic surveillance uses near-real-time emergency department
and other health care data for enhancing public health situational
awareness and informing public health activities. In recent years,
continued progress has been made in developing and strengthening
syndromic surveillance activities. At the national level, syndromic
surveillance activities are facilitated by the National Syndromic
Surveillance Program (NSSP), a collaboration among state and local
health departments, the CDC, other federal organizations, and other
organizations that enabled collection of syndromic surveillance data
in a timely manner, application of advanced data monitoring and
analysis techniques, and sharing of best practices. This panel will
highlight the importance of success stories. Examples of successes
from state and local health departments will be presented and the
audience will be encouraged to provide feedback.
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
